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HISTORY OF THE SECOND INFANTRY

With nearlyl155 years of colorful and adventure-
filled history, and 84 battle honors to its credit, the
Second Infantry is ante-dated by only one other US
infantry Regiment. Since its first Indian campaign,
in 1791, to the present, the Regiment has participated
in all but one of its Nation’s wars. And had it not
been for the unexpected suddenness of the ending
of the hostilities in World War I, an eighty-fifth
silver band would have been added to the Regimental
standard.

It was in March of 1791 that the United States of
America, after only two years of existence under
its new and as yet untried Constitution, realized
that a single regiment, the First Infantry, was totally
inadequate “to provide for the common defense.”

Inexpert handling of the undisciplined young
“army” in its sorties against the Indians, had suc-
ceeded only in driving the redskins to acute exasper-
ation and in encouraging further hatred for the
whites. The small minority of Indians who were
inclined toward friendly relations with our fore-
fathers were soon overpowered by the impetuous
flood of savage wrath and vindictiveness. Thus, all
the settlement in western Pennsylvania, western
Virginia, Kentucky, and Ohio were seriously threat-
ened and were clamoring for Federal help in protect-
ing their lives and lands.

The Congress quickly acceded to the settlers’ insis-
tent petitions by passing a bill, on March 2, 1791,
which authorized the President to organize an ad-
ditional regiment of infantry. The following dayv,
President George Washington signed into law the bill
authorizing establishment of the Second Infantry
Regiment of the United States Army.

The precise date of the activation of the new
regiment is uncertain, but historians generally agree
that it was between the First of April and the First
of August, 1791. Orders published at that time state
emphatically that “It is contemplated that the mass
of the regulars and levies may be recruited and ren-
dezvous at Fort Washington (Cincinnati, Ohio) by
the 10th of July.” The belief that organization was
accomplished on or before this date is bolstered by
the fact that, on August 1, 1791, the Second Infantry
undertook its first expedition.

Leaving Fort Washington, where it presumably
had spent at least a few weeks of training and prep-
aration, the Regiment marched and campaigned, un-
der the most difficult of conditions, to the Wabash
and Eel Rivers, to Tippecanoe, Quaitenon (new Lafay-
ette) and Logansport (Indian). By the time of its
return to its home base, the Regiment had covered
450 miles, in 21 days, through bogs and dense forests,
over rivers, and surrounded by the enemy. Number-
ing only 525 men for this operation, the Regiment
managed to kill a few Indians and to destroy several
villages. Results were unsatisfactory, since no leaven-
ing effect was had upon the Indians’ hostility. On the
contrary, these engagements had made them more
determined and had served to strengthen faltering
unity among the various tribes.

Unsuccessful as this campaign, the Regiment'’s first,
was, it was but the harbinger of the most crushing
defeat the Second Infantry was to suffer in its entire
history. Its next clash with the Indians was to prove
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highly disastrous to the small American Army of
which the Regiment had become a member.

General St. Clair, who commanded the troops in
this next campaign, started his command moving
north on September 17, 1791. Fort Hamilton was
erected 25 miles north of Fort Washington, and
ForthJefferson was built 48 miles farther to the
north.

Progressing under most adverse conditions and
with their commander, the aged, infirm General St.
Clair, suffering severely from the gout, the hungry,
tired, sick force of men, after two months’ effort,
encamped on a branch of the Wabash, 50 miles from
the headwaters of the Maumee, in the heart of the
lands of the Miami. Little Turtle, the Miami chief,
who was at the head of the Indian Confederation,
on seeing the poor disposition of the Army, laid his
plans for a daylight attack on November 4. With
every man behind a tree, unseen and protected, the
Indians opened fire with deadly accuracy upon a foe
conveniently grouped and without shelter. The out-
come was inevitable—the American forces were
routed and, of 1,400 men and 86 officers who went
into battle, only 355 men and seven officers came out
unscathed.

Despite this crushing defeat, the Second Infantry
and the other troops of this command were to return
to the battlefield and win the final victory over their
Indian enemies. General Anthony Wayne, the next
commander of the Army, accepted his appointment
on condition that the troops would not be required
to take the field until fully trained. Proceeding
cautiously, he drilled his men for several months
before advancing into the Ohio Valley.

He started this campaign on October 7, 1793, Ten
days later, October 17, the Second Regiment (then
designated as the Second Sub-Legion) participated
in the battle which is commemorated by the second
silver ring on the Regimental standard. Lieutenant
John Lowery, Second Sub-Legion, and Ensign Sam-
uel Boyd, First Sub-Legion, with about 90 men of
the Second Sub-Legion, were escorting 20 wagons
loaded with grain and stores to the winter headquar-
ters of General Wayne at Fort Greenville, when
the Indian chief, Little Turtle, at the head of a party
of Indians, attacked them near Fort St. Clair. The
Indians were superior in number and the battle was
fought with great desperation on both sides. The
Americans were totally routed, with the loss of 15
men, including both officers.

Following the establishment of Fort Recovery on
the ground where St. Clair met his defeat in 1791, a
strong force of approximately 1,500 Indians attacked
the garrison of about 150 officers and men, but they
were repulsed, having many of their warriors killed
and wounded. This battle took place on June 30-July
1, 1794, and is commemorated by the third silver
band on the Regimental standard.

INTO INDIAN COUNTRY

On July 28, 1794, General Wayne renewed his ad-
vance into the heart of the Indian country, but it was
not until the morning of August 20 that he and his
force moved out from Fort Deposit (erected near the



present town of Waterville) to attack the Indians.
Meeting the enemy on the banks of the Maumee, in
the vicinity of the British fort and garrison at the
foot of the Rapids, the American force, including the
Second Regiment, won a decisive victory. This tri-
umph, and subsequent “mopping up” activities of
the American force, resulted in the Treaty of Green-
ville, which was signed on August 3, 1795.

Following the treaty, British troops evacuated the
southern shores of the Great Lakes, and in 1796, the
Second Infantry, with the First Infantry, took over
and occupied Fort Lernault (now Fort Wayne), near
Detroit, on July 12.

After approximately two years at Fort Lernault,
the Second Infantry departed from the scenes of its
earliest activities, to become identified with the paci-
fication of the Indians of the South and of preserving
the integrity of United States territory on its south-
ern boundry, which was being threatened by the
Spanish. The next few years were quiet ones,
though, and the highlight of the period was the
presence of four companies of the Second Infantry
at New Orleans when the French government turned
over the Louisiana territory to the United States.

In 1805, the headquarters of the Second Infantry
arrived and took station in New Orleans.

On June 19, 1812, President Madison issued a proc-
lamation declaring the United States at war with
Great Britain and her dependencies.

During this war, the Second Infantry fought along
the border at the battles of Chippewa and Lundy’s
Lane against the veterans of the Napoleonic wars,
but one of their greatest accomplishments was the
defense of Fort Bowyer near Mobile, Alabama, on
September 15, 1814. In this seige, four British vessels
and a force of more than 1,300 men were arrayed
against a garrison of 130 Second Infantry men. The
wholly unexpected result of this battle was mortify-
ing to the British, as the Americans easily beat off
the ships and land force.

THE BATTLE OF NEW ORLEANS

In the early part of January, 1815, the famous
Battle of New Orleans took place when less than 4,000
untrained, unorganized American troops under Gen-
eral Jackson faced some 8,000 highly trained British
veterans. The final phrase of the battle lasted less
than half an hour, with Packenham and 2,600 of his
officers and men killed or wounded. It is doubtful
whether a British army had ever suffered such a
decisive defeat at so little cost to the victor.

How many troops of the Second Infantry were
present at the Battle of New Orleans is uncertain, but
from all available records, it would appear that there
were four companies present, and it is practically
certain that there were at least two.

The British, turned away from New Orleans,
marched to Fort Bowyer, which they bombarded on
March 12 and quickly reduced to surrender; but it
was not a great victory for the British, as the Ameri-
can force (part of the Second Infantry) was outnum-
bered 100 to one and the British armament was prob-
ably 1,000 times superior. This battle ended the war,
as two days after the capitulation, news was received
that the conflict was ended.

Following the war, the Regular Army was drastic-
ally reduced, and the enlisted personnel of the 6th,
16th, 22nd, 23rd and 32nd was transferred to and
became the enlisted strength of the Second Infantry.
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This occurred on May 17, 1815, under the Act of
March 3, 1815.

Immediately after this reorganization was effected,
the Regiment was moved north, the headquarters
going to Sackett’s Harbor and some few companies
taking station at Plattsburg. On August 1, 1816, con-
struction of Madison Barracks was begun, most by
troop labor of the Second Infantry. Five companies
of the Regiment moved into the unfinished barracks
on October 6, 1816. In January, 1822, the companies
at Plattsburg were removed to Sackett’s Harbor. In
June, Headquarters, with Companies A, B, D, I and
K, embarked for Sault Ste. Marie, Michigan, where
a post was established and named in honor of the
Regimental Commander—Fort Brady.

The next few years produced little activity for the
Regiment, with the troops moving from one post
to another—Madison Barracks; Fort Howard, Green
Bay, Wisconsin; Fort Mackinac; Fort Brady, Detroit;
Houlton (Maine), where Hancock Barracks was
erected; Fort Niagara; Fort Gratiot; Fort Dearborn.
During all this time, though, the Regiment was
never stationed at one place as a whole.

Following the organization of an army under Gen-
eral Scott for the subjugation of Black Hawk and
the removal of all the Northwestern Indians, the
entire Regiment was assembled at Rock River, in
what is now the State of Illinois, in August, 1832.
It left Fort Armstrong, near Rock Island, on Septem-
ber 23 and was reported later on the east branch of
the River DuPage, as a part of the force of General
Alexander, but not until the Black Hawk War had
virtually ended. By that time Generals Posey and
Alexander, in a three-hour battle, had routed, dis-
persed, Kkilled or captured Black Hawk’s Indians.
In October, 1832, the Regiment returned from the
Black Hawk War, being scattered and stationed at
several of its former posts.

SEMINOLE WAR

When trouble broke out with Seminole and Creek
Indians in Florida, the companies of the Second In-
fantry, two and three at a time, began to move south
until, by May, 1839, the entire Regiment was stationed
in Florida. From that time on, it was actively engaged
in the most arduous duty until the cessation of hos-
tilities in the spring of 1842. It would be tedious to
chronicle the stations of the Regiment—in fact, it
could not be done—for they were on the move daily,
fighting and building posts, forts and roads. Some
idea, however, may be formed of the movements and
the labors of the troops from the fact that more than
90 forts and stockades and 480 miles of roads were
built by the army in Florida.

This war, the Second Seminole War, was mainly
one of skirmishes between small forces and nothing
of a decisive nature took place until the battle of
Palaklaklaha, near Okeehumphee Swamp, on April
19, 1842. This was really the last important incident of
the war, although the troops remained in Florida on,
as Tyler stated, “a service of the most disagreeable
character.”

There being no further necessity for its retention
in Florida, the Second Infantry embarked in May,
1843, on transports at Palatka and reached New York
in early June, en route to its old stations along the
lakes. There was probably no period in the history
of the Regiment, up to that time, which was spent so
pleasantly as that while stationed along the lakes in



1843-44. But the Regiment was soon to be ordered to
face an enemy on foreign soil.

THE MEXICAN WAR

Following the declaration of war on Mexico and
the subsequent American victories at the battles of
Palo Alto and Resaca de la Palma, the Second Infan-
try began to move to the scene of conflict. Head-
quarters, Companies D, E, F and K arrived at General
Taylor’s base of supplies at Camargo on the Rio
Grande River on September 20, 1846. Companies A, B,
G, H and I arrived at Camargo on October 13. The
entire Regiment, except Company C which had been
left at Mackinac for some unknown reason, was con-
centrated at Camargo.

The 2nd joined Twiggs’ Brigade at Montemorelos
on December 17, and, after a few delays, it proceed-
ed to Victoria, arriving there on January 24, 1847,
after several skirmishes with the enemy along the
road. Following their designation as part of General
Scott’s expedition to Vera Cruz, the Regiment
marched to Tampico, arriving February 25, 1847.

Beginning on March 22, 1847, the siege of Vera
Cruz was the first major battle in which the 2nd
Infantry participated in Mexico. During the entire
siege, the 2nd Infantry was on the extreme left and
had to carry and haul all impedimenta and rations
over the sand hills and through intervening forests
and chaparrel the whole length of the line, as no
transportation had yet arrived from the depot at
Brazos. From this time until the entry into Mexico
City, the Regiment did more than its share of the
most arduous service. The Mexicans at Vera Cruz
surrendered on March 29, a year and a day after the
first appearance of American troops on the Rio
Grande.

At the battle of Cerro Gordo, the 2nd Infantry dis-
tinguished itself, on April 17, 1847, by scaling a lofty
hill as part ot Twiggs’ Division and inflicting a “fatal
wound” on the Mexican Army from this position.
Companies of the 2nd also played a gallant action in
the battle which followed when the Americans at-
tempted to cut off the retreat of the Mexicans. Over-
whelmingly defeated all along the line, the Mexicans
were dispersed and General Santa Anna, their chief,
fled, first in a carriage, then astride a mule. The Mex-
ican Army was not heard of again until the Ameri-
can Army was within a few miles of Mexico City.

On April 19, 1847, the 2nd Infantry entered Jalapa,
remaining there until the end of May, when, in the
advance, they set out for Puebla. Company C, which
had been left at Mackinac, joined the Regiment at
Puebla on July 7, 1847. It was not until August 7,
though, that General Scott started the entire Ameri-
can Army on the march from Puebla toward Mexico
City.

In the meantime, the Mexicans were busy
strengthening the defenses of their capitol, to where
General Santa Anna had marched the reassembled
remnants of his army. The American march was
made in the face of detachments of the Mexican
Army, but no real resistance was offered.

As the force approached the City of Mexico, they
were engaged in several important battles. The 2nd
Infantry distinguished itself, time and again, as the
Regiment, as a whole, or companies from its ranks,
gallantly rushed the Mexicans. At Churcubusco,
Contreras and several smaller battles, the heroic
deeds of 2nd Infantrymen were outstanding.

On the night following the terrible struggle of
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Churubusco, the 2nd Infantry bivouacked on the
ground so dearly won and on the following morning
it marched to Coyoacan, near the City of Mexico,
where it remained during the armistice, which lasted
until September 7.

Immediately following the termination of the Ar-
mistice, the Battle of Chapultepec took place. On
September 13, a storming party, composed largely of
members of the 2nd Infantry and led by Captain
Casey, moved down the road towards Chapultepec
at “double time.” For 600 yards they were exposed to
a raking fire from the castle. Despite their unfavor-
able position, the troops advanced and finally entered
the Mexican barricade with a portion of the rifle
regiment.

Entering the City of Mexico through several gates
under terrific fire, the Americans forced the Mexi-
can Army to retire from the city, and on November
14, General Scott declared the city in the possession
of the American Army. Although the main Mexican
forces had withdrawn, there was still work to be
done, and the 2nd Infantry assisted in the street
fighting and did its part in bringing the guerilla war-
fare to an end.

The 2nd Infantry remained in the city until De-
cember 17, when it marched out and became the
garrison of Tacubaya, in compliance with the policy
of extending the occupation of Mexico. Following
the confirmation of a treaty between Mexican and
American authorities, General Butler, who had suc-
ceeded General Scott as commander, issued an order
on May 29, 1848, announcing the termination of the
Mexican War and the speedy evacuation of the city.

The 2nd Infantry joined the 2nd Division and
marched to Vera Cruz, leaving Tacubaya on March
27, 1848. It boarded the transport Sultana and pro-
ceeded by way of New Orleans and the Mississippi to
Jefferson Barracks, Missouri, where it arrived in
August, 1848.

Following Indian depredations in Oregon and the
threat of similar occurrences in California, the 2nd
Regiment, in September, 1848, proceeded to Fort
Hamilton, New York Harbor, and in November, it
was on transports sailing via Rio de Janeiro, Cape
Horn and Valparaiso to the far West—California.
The 2nd Infantry remained in that state until late in
1853, occupying stations from Goose Lake, Oregon,
on the north, to Yuma, Arizona, on the south, and at
the same time scouting over the entire country, as
far as the eastern foothills of the Sierra Nevada
Mountains.

During this period, they were stationed but a few
months at a time in one place and all moves were
made by marching, with the exception of a few trips
by transports up and down the coast. Late in 1853,
the Regiment was ordered east to New York, and
after the return there, it was moved west to Carlisle
Barracks and thence down the Ohio and up the
Missouri Rivers to Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, at
which place it arrived and took station in June and
July, 1854.

From 1855 to 1861, the 2nd was occupied in the con-
struction and reconstruction of forts, building roads,
burning brick and lime, and in scouting over the
hills and plains along the Missouri River and as far
west as Forts Kearney and Laramie, and occupying
stations at Fort Ridgely, Pierre, Fort Abercrombie,
Fort Randall, Fort Miller and almost a score of
others.

This was just the lull before the storm, though, as
Civil War threatened, and Captain Nathaniel Lyon



and Company B, 2nd Infantry, were ordered from
Fort Scott, Kansas, to the St. Louis arsenal early in
February, 1861. He was placed in command of the
troops and defenses there.

CIVIL WAR ACTION

On May 6, the Confederate Congress passed an
act recognizing that a state of war existed, and on
May 10, Captain Lyon and Company B, 2nd Infantry,
captured Camp Jackson, St. Louis, Missouri, and its
garrison, consisting of a brigade of state militia,
turned out by the Governor ostensibly for training.
This was the first actual participation of the 2nd In-
fantry in the Civil War.

In the meantime, though, the remainder of the
Regiment had not been idle. While Company B was
the first company to be engaged, the other units of
the 2nd were being assembled from widely scattered
western posts and were enroute to scenes of action.

To give a detailed account of the movements and
engagements of the 2nd Infantry during the Civil
War would necessitate a lengthy report, for which
there is not space in this volume, but throughout the
war, the 2nd Infantry served gallantly, courageously
and victoriously.

After serving in Missouri and around the Potomac
during the early months of the war and engaging the
enemy in several battles, the 2nd Infantry partici-
pated in its first major operation of the war at the
Battle of Gaines’ Mills. The gallant action of the
Regiment in this battle was put in writing some time
later by Francis E. Lacey, who had served at First
Sergeant, Company I, 2nd Infantry, in this engage-
ment. His account follows:

“Bright and early on the morning of the 26th
(June, 1862) camp was broken, everything packed
up, and we moved to Mechanicsville to support Mc-
Call’s Pennsylvanians, who were at that point. Early
in the morning of the 27th, our line was formed in a
sunken road near the old mill which gave the battle
its Union name. A fatal blunder was made. All the
entrenching tools were sent to the rear. We were
here between three and four hours before the attack
commenced, which was ample time to construct
works that would have cost the enemy dearly to ap-
proach. About 11 o’clock the Confederate skirmishers
came slowly and cautiously into view, followed by
artillery. During this time, the infantry was taking
position in a strip of timber immediately to our
front. The first gun was fired by the rebels. A little
later a shell from the enemy killed four of our men
—three of Company C and one of Company F. A
shell from one of our guns blew up a caisson in a
Confederate battery just opposite us. The artillery
duel lasted about half an hour. Soon after it ended,
the enemy’s infantry came out of the woods to at-
tack us. As they were forming a line, the 2nd Infan-
try opened fire on them and sent them reeling to the
timber. A fresh Regiment took their place and met
the same fate. Two musicians of Company I, mere
boys, went out under a heavy fire and brought in
some wounded men. Their names were Robert Nel-
son and Bartley Scanlan. Another body of Confed-
erates then came out of the timber. The 2nd sprang
at them with cold steel and drove them back into
the woods. Here Brinley (Captain, 2nd Infantry) was
killed and Jordon (Second Lieutenant, 2nd Infantry)
severely wounded, shot through the knees—two gal-
lant officers—a great loss to the Regiment. The intre-
pid bearer of the National Colors, Sergeant Thomas
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Madigan of Company A, a veteran of the Mexican
War, received a wound from which he died a few
days later. The brave old fellow participated in
every battle in which the Regiment was engaged in
the war with Mexico. The next to take his place was
Corporal Konsmiller, who was shot through the head
and killed.

“We were now in a critical position—fighting on
open ground with the foe in the woods. Lhe storm
of battle was now raging fast and furious along the
whole line. The roar of musketry was deafening. It
seems almost a miracle that an officer or man of the
Regiment could live to tell the tale. The old 2nd
never wavered, but stood like an iron wall. It was
now about four o’clock, p.m., when some volunteer
troops were sent to relieve us. They received a volley
from the enemy which completely broke them. They
hastened from the field and we saw no more of them
that day. The left wing of the Corps having been
driven back a considerable distance, we fell back and
formed in an old peach orchard. This position we
held until sunset. Resistance now seemed to be in
vain. Our ranks were fairly thinned, so we formed in
line of battle with colors flying. We soon came to a
bunch of timber and were halted there. The right
wing did not hear the command to halt and contin-
ued its march through the woods. The reason for the
halt was explained as a crippled battery left behind
us. The enemy was near at hand. The old right wing
was asked to save the battery and responded with a
hearty cheer and at the same time dashed to the
front, led by Lieutenant Parker, 2nd Infantry, one of
General Sykes’ aides. The battery was passed. The
wing halted within thirty yards of the advancing
enemy, opened fire and brought them to a stand.
Lieutenant Drum (2nd Infantry) greatly distin-
guished himself here. The fearless Parker received a
volley, swayed in his saddle and fell from his horse,
dead. The guns were saved, but at what a cost! We
loct more men in this last charge than at any time
during the day. The remnant fell back and at dark
was united with the left wing, and the battle at
Gaines’ Mills, after eight hours of hard fighting, was
ended. We kept the enemy in check five hours
against overwhelming odds, losing 138 men Kkilled,
wounded and missing.”

Thus ended the 2nd Regiment’s participation in its
first major engagement of the war, but the same fear-
lessness and fighting ability which characterized
their action in this battle were to carry them through
the remaining days of the conflict with glory. (The
many major engagements, including the Battle of
Gettysburg, where it helped to defeat the Confeder-
ate attack on the Union army’s left flank. in which
the 2nd participated during the war are listed else-
where in this volume.)

Following the cessation of hostilities, the 2nd In-
fantry, in the fall of 1865, was ordered to Crittenden
Barracks, Louisville, Kentucky, with the exception
of Company H, which went to Jeffersonville, Indiana,
just across the Ohio River. The Regiment remained
in Kentucky, with the exception of a few temporary
company stations in West Virginia, until April, 1869,
when it was ordered to Georgia where it was to be
injected into the terrible drama of “Reconstruction.”
It is to the credit of the 2nd Infantry that although
some elements of the Army were in sympathy with
the appalling conditions in the South at that time,
that no such stigma rests upon the 2nd Infantry.



THE SECOND IN THE SOUTH

In accordance with the Act of Congress approved
March 3, 1869, the army was reduced, and the enlist-
ed personnel of the 16th Infantry was transferred to
the 2nd Infantry. Two days after this transfer, the
Regiment, with the exception of Company E, left
Atlanta, Georgia, to take stations at Huntsville and
Mobile, Alabama. In January, 1872, the Regiment
was stationed in five southern states.

During its eight years in the South, the 2nd was
constantly moving trom point to point and their duty
was most arduous and disagreeable.

When the Nez Perce Indians went on the warpath
in the spring and summer of 1877, the Regiment was
ordered to ldaho and Washington Territory to take
part in the campaign there. Upon arrival in the
northern country, the 2nd was ordered to move north
to the Mullen Pass of the Bitterroot Mountains and
to prevent various small bands of northern Indians
from joining the hostile Nez Perces. This was effect-
ed by a peaceful “Potlatch” or “Pow Wow” with the
natives of the Spokane Falls. As a precaution,
though, 12 of the subchiefs were arrested and the
Regiment marched to Lewiston, then to Fort Lapwali,
and the campaign ended.

During the following winter, the Regiment was
stationed at Fort Lapwai, Idaho Territory; Camp
Howard, Mount Idaho, and Spokane Falls, Washing-
ton Territory.

In 1878, the Bannock Indians left their reservation
and started depredations, and a portion of the 2nd
Infantry was sent out early and remained in the
field until late in the fall, aiding materially in bring-
ing the Indians to terms.

In the summer of 1879, a campaign was made
against the renegades of the Barrack, Shoshone and
Weiser Indians, who had taken refuge in an almost
inaccessible region in central Idaho. This uprising
was successfully put down by fall.

After serving in Idaho, Washington and Oregon
during the succeeding years, the 2nd Infantry moved
to Fort Omaha, Nebraska, in 1886. In 1890-91, the
Regiment participated in the Sioux campaign, which
was the result of the Indians’ “jumping the reserva-
tion” and committing depredations on the whites.
The troops remained in the field during the winter
and until the hostiles returned to their reservation.

THE SPANISH-AMERICAN WAR

In 1896, the Regiment left Fort Omaha and took
stations at Fort Koegh, Montana; Fort Harrison,
Montana, and Fort Yates, North Dakota. It left these
stations about April 12, 1898, following the declara-
tion of war on Spain, for camp in Chickamauga
Park, where it arrived on April 26. After being sent
to Rossville, Georgia, the Regiment went to Tampa,
Florida, arriving there on May 14. After concentra-
tion at Tampa, the 2nd was assigned to the 2nd Bri-
gade, with the 10th and 21st Infantry. The Regiment,
travelling on three transports, arrived in Cuba off
Santiago on June 20. Although authorized to increase
its strength by four companies and become a three-
battalion organization, the 2nd sailed for Cuba with
only two battalions, the 3rd having not been organ-
ized.

The 2nd Infantry went ashore at Siboney early on
the morning of June 24, 1898, and went into camp
on the narrow sandy beach, remaining there until the
27th, except for a reconnaissance in force along the
railroad toward Morro Castle.
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Its first major engagement in this war was at El
Caney, where a brilliant and important victory was
gained by the American forces. The 2nd was in the
thick of the battle at San Juan Hill and the siege of
Santiago. It participated in many other small skir-
mishes.

Following the capitulation of the Spanish forces,
the 2nd remained in the trenches until August 19,
when it was moved to a camp near the right flank of
the Corps, where a large portion of the command
soon succumbed to the tropical diseases which had
begun to take its toll about July 5.

Finally ordered to an embarkation point, it went
from Santiago to Guantanamo, by water, then sailed
for the United States, arriving at Camp Wikoff, Mon-
tauk Point, New York, on August 15, 1899. Before
closing the record of the 2nd in this war, though, it
should be noted that Company I, organized at Tampa
on May 31, 1898, but left behind, joined the Regiment
in the trenches on July 14, 1898.

After remaining at Camp Wikoff for two months,
the 2nd went to New York, then to Anniston, Ala-
bama, arriving there September 23, 1899. The Regi-
ment remained at Camp Shipp, Anniston, part of the
winter.

In order to establish civil government in Cuba and
insure that it was accomplished legally and peace-
fully, American troops were distributed throughout
the island during the fall and winter. The 2nd, as-
signed to the Santa Clara department, arrived in
Cuba in January, 1899, and took stations at Rowell
Barracks at Cienfuegos, Sancti Spiritus, Sagua La
Grande, Trinidad and Caibarien.

In September, 1899, the 2nd Battalion was re-
turned to the United States to serve as a “home bat-
talion.” It took station at Fort Thomas, Kentucky.

PHILIPPINE INSURRECTION

With insurrection flaming forth in the Philippines
once again, the 2nd Infantry was ordered to proceed
there in July, 1899. After proceeding to Fort Thomas,
Kentucky, to recruit and to refit, it remained there
one month, then, leaving the 1st Battalion as the
home battalion, it proceeded to the Philippines, ar-
riving there in September. On April 1, 1902, the First
Battalion left Fort Thomas and joined the Regiment
in the Philippines.

This tour of foreign service was a most strenuous
one, as the insurrectos took to inaccessible places,
from where they emerged to make stealthy raids on
the peaceful natives or to “shoot up” an American
garrison at night. After the first few battles, this war
involved garrisoning a great many towns which were
the bases from which innumerable ‘“hikes” were
made, attempting to surprise and capture a phantom
army, or, which was more important, capture their
arms.

Detachments of the 2nd Infantry contacted and
engaged the insurrectos at the following places, be-
tween October 15, 1900, and February 10, 1902: Naro,
Catbalogan, San Cristobal, Uson, Lubang, Bampona,
Boac, Catbalogan, Sion, Balachaquin, Mount Masalo-
pet, Santa Cruz, Cagan, Yba Barrio, Duyay, Uson,
Buena Vista, Duyay, Catubig River, Palaya, Estella,
Buyacanai Barrio, San Bueno, Hingoso and San Nar-
cisco.

It was not until May 7, 1903, after nearly four
years in the tropics, that the 2nd Infantry embarked
at Manila for return home. After arrival in San



Francisco, Headquarters and two battalions went to
Fort Logan, Colorado, and the 3rd Battalion went to
Fort D. A. Russell, Wyoming. In March, 1904, this
Battalion joined the remainder of the Regiment at
Fort Logan.

The Regiment remained at Fort Logan for two
and a halt years, participating in the usual training
duties. On February 10, 1906, it sailed from San
Francisco for its second tour of duty in the Philip-
pines. Its transport dropped anchor in Manila Bay
on March 13, 1906.

By March 16, the entire Regiment was stationed at
Camp Stotsenburg, Pampanga, at that time the larg-
est camp in the Army. The 2nd remained under can-
vas until April 4, when it moved into the bamboo and
nipa quarters provided.

On September 24, Headquarters, Band and 3rd
Battalion, 2nd Infantry, proceeded by rail to Manila,
then by transport to the Post of Zamboanga, Minda-
nao, arriving at the latter post September 28. On
September 30, 1906, the 1st Battalion went to Jolo,
for station, arriving at the latter post October 3.
On November 5, the 2nd Battalion followed and ar-
rived at the Post of Jolo, for station, on November 9,
going into camp at Asturias, 1000 yards from the gate
of the walled city, establishing a subpost and increas-
ing the permanent garrison by that amount.

From its arrival in the Department of Mindanao
until the end of 1906, the Regiment remained in
garrison, performing the usual garrison duties. On
March 10, 1908, Headquarters, Band, Companies C, I,
K and M left Zamboanga for Manila, en route to the
United States, where they arrived, with Company L,
which had joined them, at Manila, on April 19, 1908.
The remainder of the Regiment left Jolo on March
24 and reached San Francisco on May 8. This 3rd Bat-
talion went to Fort Assinniboine, Montana, and the
remainder of the Regiment to Fort Thomas, Ken-
tucky.

For the next three years, the 2nd remained in these
stations, performing the usual garrison duties and
maintaining the high standard of training and pre-
paredness for active service which had become a tra-
dition.

In 1911, the Regiment was again due for foreign
service, being ordered to the Hawaiian Islands. The
part of the 2nd Infantry at Fort Thomas left on
March 21 and arrived at Honolulu on March 29, tak-
ing station at Schofield Barracks on the same date.
The 3rd Battalion left Fort Russell on September 1
and upon arrival at Honolulu, took station at Fort
Shafter. In January, 1913, Fort Shafter became the
station of the entire Regiment.

Not long after the World War started, in 1914,
German ships were making for neutral ports and
being interned, owing to the superiority of the
British Navy. As relations between the United States
and Germany became acute, it was considered advis-
able to insure that these ships did not escape, and
Army troops were placed aboard them. On February
3, 1917, Major William B. Cochran, with his battalion
of the 2nd Infantry, was placed in charge of the
German ships interned in Honolulu Harbor. Major
Guy G. Palmer, with his battalion of the Regiment,
became provost guard of Honolulu in March. Compa-
ny I became guard of the immigration station at
Honolulu on April 10. On May 2, this same Company
was stationed on the transport which carried in-
terned German sailors to San Francisco.

WORLD WAR PREPARATIONS

The Regiment was again assembled at Fort Shafter
early in 1918, where intensive training preparatory
to overseas service began. On June 28, the Regiment
embarked at Honolulu and arrived at San Francisco
on July 7, going to Camp Fremont, California, on the
same date, to continue training for overseas duty.
This phase of training continued until August 26,
1918, when the Regiment received orders to proceed
to, and take station at, Camp Dodge, Iowa, where it
arrived on September 1.

Shortly afterward, the 2nd was divided and one-
half its men were transferred to the 88th Infantry.
It was then made a part of the 19th Division. The
period of intensive training which the Regiment had
undergone at previous stations was but a beginning
to the days which followed during September, Oc-
tober and November.

It was at Camp Dodge that the end of one of the
greatest wars in history found the 2nd Infantry, the
second oldest regiment in the Army of the United
States, which had up to that time actively partici-
pated in every war that the United States had had,
and which had been conspicuous in each one for its
noble record and devotion.

In September, 1919, the 1st and 2nd Battalions,
2nd Infantry, were ordered to proceed to and take
station at Camp Sherman, Ohio. On November 5,
1919, the remainder of the Regiment was ordered to
the same station, arriving on November 7, 1919.

While on duty at the National Rifle Matches in
1921, the Regiment received orders that they were
not to return to Camp Sherman. The 2nd Battalion
going to Fort Sheridan, Illinois, and the 3rd Battalion
to Fort Snelling, Minnesota. The 2nd Battalion ar-
rived at Fort Sheridan, October 15. There they took
station as “Training Center” troops, and as a training
center unit the 2nd and 3rd Battalions were elim-
inated, leaving only the Regimental headquarters
and one battalion.

In August, 1922, the 2nd was redesignated a com-
bat regiment and the 2nd and 3rd Battalions reor-
ganized, using as a nucleus personnel from the 54th
Infantry. Regimental Headquarters and the 1st Bat-
talion were stationed at Fort Sheridan, 2nd Battalion
at Fort Wayne and the 3rd Battalion at Fort Brady.

Since that time, there have been no major changes
in the organization of the Regiment’s designations.
During the next two decades, the Regiment partici-
pated in the usual garrison training, maneuvers, field
training and other duties.

There followed assignment to the newly reacti-
vated 5th Division on October 16, 1939. From Forts
Wayne and Sheridan, the Regiment’s 1st and 2nd
Battalions moved to join the Division at Fort Mec-
Clellan, Alabama, beginning on November 3, 1939.
The 3rd Battalion was left at Fort Brady.

After performing routine garrison duties in the
lull between World Wars, the Regiment was assigned
to the 5th Infantry Division on October 16. 1939.
When Fort Custer was rebuilt in the fall of 1940, it
became the Regiment’s home station. The 2nd Bat-
talion was the first unit to occupy Fort Custer. The
1st Battalion was transferred from Fort Sheridan to
Fort Custer in January, 1941, and the 3rd Battalion
spent the winter months at Camp McCoy, Wisconsin.
where it received intensive winter combat training.
before rejoining the Regiment at Custer in March,
1941.

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ICELAND

With Fort Custer as a base, the Regiment
participated in the 1940-41 Army Maneuvers.
In 1941, this Regular Army Regiment began fill-
ing out its ranks, with men inducted under the
Selective Service Act.

When the war broke, in December of 1941,
units of the 2nd Infantry were rushed from Fort
Custer for guard duty at vital strategic installa-
tions and war plants throughout the middle
west. Late in the month it was alerted for move-
ment overseas.

On February 19, 1942, the Regiment, less
Company F and 3rd Battalion, sailed from New
York POE aboard the “USS Macauley,” “USS
Munargo,” and the “USS Borinquen,” arriving
at Reykjavik, Iceland, on March 3, 1942. Com-
pany F and the 3rd Battalion sailed from New
York POE aboard the “USS Borinquen,” “USS
Orizaba,” and the “USS Munargo,” and arrived
in Reykjavik on April 17, 1942.

The mission of the Regiment in Iceland was
the defense of a coastline nearly 40 miles long.
The defensive sector, known as the West Sector,
Western Defense Area, extended inland 60
miles and covered the entire western half of the

_island. The West Sector was located east and
northeast of Reykjavik and surrounded the
Hvalfjordur, vital naval anchorage.

Road conditions were poor. The main coastal

road bore the brunt of the traffic. Except in the

Reykjavik area, roads were impassable for nine
months of the year and for the remainder of the

year they were extremely rough and put Army
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vehicles to a severe test. All organic transport
had to be utilized to haul supplies and details.

The camps occupied by the 2nd Infantry were
small and scattered along the coastal area. Nis-
sen huts were virtually the only type of building
used, being utilized for living quarters, day-
rooms, theaters, kitchens, mess halls, garages
and hopitals.

The 1st Battalion garrisoned the Ulfarsfel
Subsector. Battalion Headquarters, Headquar-
ters Company and Companies C and D were
stationed at Camp MacArthur; Company A at
Camp Gufunes; Company B and Anti-tank Com-
pany at Camp Yeomanry House.

The 2nd Battalion garrisoned the Brautarholt
Subsector. Battalion Headquarters and Head-
quarters Company and Companies F, G, and H
were stationed at Camp Arnarholt, with pla-
toons from F and G Companies alternating at
Camps Brautarholt Farm, Mounds, and Saur-
baer Pass. Company E manned the Akranes
Subsector around the village of Akranes. They
were stationed at Camp Cleveland, 11 miles by
water and 44 miles by land from the rest of the
Regiment.

The 3rd Battalion garrisoned the Vatnsendi
Subsector and served as Division Reserve. The
entire battalion was stationed at Camp Wade, a
camp built by themselves, except for platoons
located at Vatnsendi Ridge, Stockade Annex,
and Sandskied Depot for guard purposes.

Regimental Headquarters and Headquarters

Company, Medical Detachment, and Band were



stationed at Camp Lumley. Anti-Tank Compa-
ny was billeted at Yeomanry House and Service

Company at Camp Whitehorse.

Details for unloading boats and handling sup-
plies, which sometimes called for 600 to 700 men
per day, unfavorable weather, terrain, overhead
for 14 separate camps, and the manning of 24-
hour beach positions, made training a difficult
task and living conditions monotonous. Yet, in
spite of these obstacles, the morale and combat
efficiency never suffered serious decline.

What the average soldier of the Regiment
thought about the tour of duty in Iceland is ex-
pressed in the following words by a veteran of

the “Iceland Campaign”:

“ICELAND—where the 2nd Infantry Regi-
ment marked time from February of 1942 to
August of 1943, through the long daylight hours
of summer and the continuous darkness of win-
ter.

“Much of the soldier’s time was spent on an
almost continuous schedule at the docks. un-
loading and loading supply ships. In between
his duties on the docks, when the weather
slowed the cargo boats, this GI went through
defensive exercises—climbing up and down the
jagged lava formations, through seepy bogs and
across the moss-covered tundra.

“He endured the fickle antics of the climate
by having one minute to push against sleet and
snow driven in sharp, biting anger before a dia-
bolic mile-a-minute gale, and the next minute
being soaked to the skin by a frigid rain or
teased by an anemic sun peaking over the edge

of the world. A sun that gave only its slightest
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side-glances to this spot on the earth, a climate
that offered only its rage, never its peace, and
an earth that could never suckle its offspring to
full growth—this was Iceland’s gift to the GI’s.

“In the evening the soldiers sat around their
stoves, listened to the wind shriek, exchanged
stories of the past, and wrote letters. Some of
the camps were fortunate in having theaters
where recent Hollywood productions could be
seen. Other camps converted a mess hall into a
place for screen entertainment. )

“Now and then, a group, tired of the sight of
Nissen huts, bored by dullness, sick of loneli-
ness, and weary of men in uniform whose tasks
had long since been “cut and dried,” would
wander off to Reykjavik to stroll the streets;
watch the Icelanders, who seldom, if ever,
spoke; to inspect the docks which they already
knew by heart and to visit the Red Cross club-
house—the one spark of the US—where they

would play a game of pool, have some cakes
and coffee, and then return to camp.

“Before many months of such stagnant exist-
ence had oozed by, the GI had resigned himself
to the boredom, with memories of exciting times
just faded recollections.

“This was Iceland to the GI.

“Even so, with all the discomforts endured,
these soldiers accomplished great things. Be-
sides being stevedores, at which they worked
hard and did well, they ironed out numerous
wrinkles and smoothed off rough edges to mesh
together the well-organized war machine that
in later months was to plunge across France,
crash the bulwarks of Metz and move on, deep

into the heart of a defeated Germany.”



TRAINING IN ENGLAND AND IRELAND

The movement from Iceland began August 6,
1943, when the 3rd Battalion weighed anchor
aboard “HMS Samaria,” arriving and debarking
at Liverpool, England, August 9. The Battalion,
with detachments, entrained immediately and
arrived at its new station, Tidworth Barracks,
Wiltshire, England, August 10.

The remainder of the Regiment followed,
aboard the “USAT Mariposa,” sailing from the
Hvalfjordur August 15. The Regiment debarked
at Gourok, Scotland, August 17, and the troops
immediately entrained for their new station, ar-
riving at Tidworth the next day.

New equipment, including transportation and
crew-served weapons, was issued. Leaves, fur-
loughs, and passes were granted for the first
time in seventeen months. On October 1, 1943,
reorganization was begun under the new Tables
of Organization. The Regimental band was
transferred to Division, and a Cannon Company
was organized with six 105MM howitzers.

The Regiment, after its many months of duty
on the bleak outpost of Iceland, began in Eng-
land its training for the fighting which would
soon be in progress on the Continent. Despite
the fact that the Regiment was far below T/O
strength, and that passes were issued generous-
ly, much training was accomplished during the
months of August and September, 1943.

Orders moved the 5th Division late in Octo-
ber to the Mountains of Mourne in Northern
Ireland. By midnight October 25, the 2nd Infan-
try had arrived in County Down and its head-
quarters had been established at Rostrevor.

Regiments, being spread over much of the
country-side, were more or less self-operating,
and each was concerned with its own problems.
However, the 2nd Infantry, realizing that much
training was needed, once more plunged into
basic training, concurrent with small-unit tacti-
cal exercises.
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After several weeks, the Regiment received
replacements to bring it up to T/O strength.
The basic training, to include many talks about
the past accomplishments of the 2nd Infantry,
to bring the new members of the famous regi-
ment up to date on its history and disciplinary
training, was accomplished by segregation of
the newly-acquired members for a two-weeks
indoctrination period. This proved successful in
that the normal training of the Regiment was
not interrupted.

After the indoctrination period was complet-
ed, the newly-acquired men were assigned to
organizations with the assurance that they were
an integral part of the Regiment. They were ac-
cepted very warmly by the Iceland ‘“vets.” It
was then that the fighting teams from the squad
to the battalion began to mold into the units
which in future months developed into a state
of readiness for combat, fully and completely.

In early November, 1943, the Regiment began
its molding process with the basic element—the
squad. Squad leaders were given an opportunity
to prove their leadership in the execution of
their duties both on and off the field. Schools
were available two nights each week. in which
not only a subject was taught, but their many
problems were discussed with the instructors
and among themselves. Squad tactics presented
many problems to the squad leaders: control of
men under acute strain, caring for them. the
knowledge of the individual and his personal
traits and ability as a soldier. Incoroorated in
the three weeks of squad training. firing of indi-
vidual and crew-served weapons was accom-
plished. A high percentage of qualified marks-
men and gunners instructed other soldiers in
their firing technique, telling them to take pride
in their individual accomplishments.

The squads were tested in every type of train-
ing to which they had been subjected. The re-



sults of the many achievements by members of
squads were now molded into a fighting unit,
ready for employment as a part of a larger unit.

The platoons very aggressively pursued their
training with much success during the month
of December. Additional training to those who
were not quite up to proficiency was offered.
Platoon Leaders’ school, held twice weekly,
was much needed and was the answer to the
final development of the Platoon Leaders’ abili-
ty to perform. A very satisfactory result was
obtained in tests conducted to determine the
proficiency of platoons during the middle of
December.

Incorporated in the final two months of 1943’s
training was the schooling for specialists
throughout the Regiment. Several company and
battalion field exercises were conducted, in ad-
dition to command post exercises of the bat-
talions and the Regiment. Vigorous marches
were taken, with an effort made to reach the
aualification of five miles in one hour, nine miles
in two hours and twenty-five miles in eight
hours. The physical condition of the command,
in general, was excellent. Troops became hard-
ened to the rigours of night scouting, patrolling,
and following compass courses.

More replacements were received during De-
cember to again bring the Regiment up to T/O
strength, some men having been lost due to
normal attrition. The replacements were given
the indoctrination course and training. The end
of 1943 found the Regiment functioning smooth-
lv in combat problems enacted in the mountains
of Treland.

Company and battalion tactics were emoha-
sized during the month of Januarv. 1944 TIntel-
ligence schools conducted by IPW teams were
incorporated to give all members of the Regi-
ment a knowledge of the German soldier. his
weapons, and the composition of Nazi Units.

A Regimental combat team exercise was con-
ducted at the end of the month, with emphasis
placed on application of Regimental SOPs, lead-
ing of combat troops, and staff procedure.
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Qualification and transition firing, to have the
Regiment completely qualified in all weapons,
cccupied the greater part of February. How-
ever, specialized training in the attack of forti-
fied positions was conducted against mock pill-
boxes to give troops the ability to cope with an
enemy so emplaced. One Regimental and one
Divisional field exercise were conducted during
the period to further emphasize the combat
teams’ SOPs.

During March and April, the Regiment em-
prhasized battalion tactics and conducted at least
six battalion field exercise tests to include bat-
talion firing exercises. Additional combat firing
problems at company and platoon level were
also presented.

Battalion attack against fortified positions,
with artillery and air support, gave the soldier
a conception of the real thing and a knowledge
of the strength of his supporting arms

By the end of April, the Regiment was pre-
pared to accomplish its combat missions, but to
further its preparedness, a review of all imoor-
tant phases of training began. Additional range
and field-firing, of individual and crew-served
weapons, completion of all firing which was not
accomplished in previous range-firing periods.
and special training for the snipers of the Regi-
ment. kept the doughboys busy during the rainv
spring weather.

A Division Artillery fire power demonstration
was conducted during the month to give the
infantrymen confidence in his major combined
supporting arm. It proved to be a very success-
ful demonstration, and later in the month a CT
exercise, emphasizing Infantry-Artillery Team
co-operation, was conducted.

The Regiment turned its eyes to the skies
with a course in anti-aircraft marksmanship and
identification of aircraft.

The 2nd Regiment was included in the XV
Corps’ CPX held during April, and common
German infantry weapons were displayed and
troops were permitted to fire these weapons
during the period.

of these set-backs, we did not finish our 113-mile
move, to our new assembly area near Authon du
Perche, until 0050, August 16. By 0800 we were again
on the move, this time a short distance to where the
division was located just east of Illiers, where we
rested and operated motorized patrols until the fol-
lowing day.

At 1400, August 17, we moved 11 miles on foot to
organize, as part of the division, defense at Chartres
against attacks from the south and east. Next day, we
were alerted at 1300, to move north to take over the
sector manned by the 7th Armored in the vicinity of
Nogent Le Roi. For this move, the Regiment, less the
3rd Battalion, boarded trucks, tanks, TD’s and artil-
lery vehicles. The 3rd displaced on foot. The 1st Bat-
talion was assigned, at this point, the mission of mop-
ping up, with the reconnaissance help of the I&R
Platoon, all pockets of resistance left by the relieved
outfit.

While the 1st Battalion continued mopping up, it
was reported that the enemy was moving northeast,
toward Versailles. To protect the rear and western
half of our defenses from this threat, motorized pa-
trols were utilized, but no contact was had with the
Germans. Meanwhile, shower and laundry units,
definitely welcome, were furnished for the troops
as the AT Company Mine Platoon removed road
blocks. Near Ramboillet, Ernest Hemingway, well
known author approached with FFI members. The
entire party was escorted to the Regimental CP.
Later in the day, in minor engagements, three Ger-
man tanks, an Italian staff car and a German staff
car were captured by troops of the Regiment, and a
total of 69 prisoners were taken.

Since civilian reports of the following day indi-
cated that the Germans planned to blow a reservoir
at Lepracy, the I&R Platoon was sent out to investi-
gate. On August 21 the Regiment was alerted to make
a short move to the east on two routes. During the
march, heavy fire was received from the vicinity of
Venant. Company C moved through Bouterville, en-
countering only slight small arms fire. But heavy ar-
tillery fire which knocked out two of our tanks and
inflicted several casualties, halted the column’s prog-
ress. The column was held up again at Etampes
by extremely heavy 20mm and 88mm fire from the
high ground west of the city. The accurate fire of
the 88mms cost the 1st Battalion four light tanks
knocked out and one TD destroyed. Lieutenant
Colonel Carroll, the Commanding officer, 1st Bat-
talion, distinguished himself at Etampes by his gal-
lantry and brilliant leadership in the face of heavy
resistance. Captain Triplett, commanding officer of
Cannon Company, remained in front of our lines
almost in view of the enemy and directed artillery
fire on the enemy positions at Etampes. For this
action Colonel Carroll and Captain Triplett were
awarded the Silver Star.

The 2nd Battalion accomplished its mission, the
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sealing off of the eastern routes of escape, by day-
light of August 22, without having contacted the
enemy further. By 1030 the Regiment had occupied
the town and had begun mopping-up operations, after
having warned the civilian populace to remain in-
doors. The Regiment then closed into its assembly
area in the vicinity of La Montagne, by 1430, where
the weary troops were fed and given an opportunity
to rest, clean up and refuel vehicles.

At 1900, August 22, the Regiment moved by motor
to vicinity of Maisse, where it was placed in Division
and Corps reserve, and readied for further movement.
Patrols were sent out during the following day, to
reconnoiter the probable route of advance. All units
of the Regiment were alerted at 1705 and closed in on
Thoury-Ferrottes by 0030, August 24. During the day
reconnaissance was made to discover intact bridges,
two of which were finally located, one at Montereau
and one at Fontainbleu.

Next day, it was reported to the Regiment that an
estimated 1000 Germans were concentrating in the
vicinity of Mortigny. Reconnaissance disclosed that
all bridges in the area were out, with the exception
of one at Bray. The 2nd Battalion was assigned to
the establishing of a bridgehead at Misy, while the
1st Battalion, reinforced, was ordered to clean out
the troublesome pockets of resistance just north of
Moret. By nightfall the Regiment received its warn-
ing orders to prepare for a move. Preparations were
made throughout the night and the move to Fontaine
Macon begun at 0800 the next day. After another
short move, to Bray, the town was occupied when the
slight German resistance had been overcome. While
no enemy was contacted in Nogent, it was found that
the bridge had been blown, so the 1st Battalion was
again assigned to reconnoiter for intact bridges.
When Division Headquarters was pinned down by
heavy enemy artillery fire, Company I was dis-
patched to relieve the pressure. At the same time, the
entire Regimental area was covered by outposts
and motorized patrols.

Since no bridge had been found the Engineers
were assigned to repair the Nogent Bridge and, when
it was ready, at 1815 on August 27, the Regiment was
ordered to establish a bridgehead, with the 3rd bat-
talion at Nogent. By 1300 the Regiment began its
planned move to the north of the Seine, across the
repaired bridge, and the 3rd Battalion was assigned
to secure the route up to St. Nicholas. Reconnaissance
reports indicated that the Germans were retreating
in their usual north and northeast directions. During
the Regiment’s move, mortar and small arms fire
halted the head of the column two miles north of No-
gent before the 3rd Battalion reduced the resistance
and deployed to hold the Nogent bridgehead.

As the Regiment pressed on toward Rheims, with
its rejoined 3rd Battalion, it was held up by a unit
of the 7th Armored Division for about 15 minutes
and, later, for a longer period by the same organiza-



tion. When reconnaissance proved that the bridges
at Epernay, Bisseur, Mareuil and Tocers were blown,
the Regiment was ordered into march bivouac, with
the 1st Battalion assigned the mission of establishing
a bridgehead across the Marne.

Units remained in position, holding the bridgehead
at Mareuil, until the treadway bridge could be com-
pleted. When it was ready to use, at 1400 on August
29, the Regiment was alerted and moved to capture
Rheims. The 7th Armored once again held us up for
several hours but, when we got under way again, the
1st Battalion moved on swiftly and occupied the high
ground to the east of the city by 2330, while the 2nd
Battalion reached the outskirts of the city. During
the remainder of the night, Company B was able to
make contact with the enemy on the eastern out-
skirts of Rheims. After several sharp skirmishes
during the night, the enemy withdrew his forces,
leaving the storied cathedral city to our mopping-up
units.

By 0710 on the misty, overcast Sunday of August
30, the 3rd Battalion circled to the rear and came in
rear of city, and the 1st had been left to mop up and
post guards, after it had successfully accomplished
its attack mission against the German bastion. Later
in the day, Rheims had been cleaned out enough to
permit the holding of general services in the famous
old cathedral. A short move to a new Division area
near Cernay les Reims brought the Regiment to a
halt until 1800 the following day, when the drive to-
ward Verdun was renewed. The move continued all
night with intermittent rain, which seemed to have
no effect on the usual dry, irritating dust of the roads.

The Regiment’s mission was to move toward Vou-
ziers and clear the enemy reported to be in position
there. At Marchault, the column split and the 1st
Battalion took the north route to Vouziers, while the
rest of the Regiment continued on toward Brecy,
which it entered without opposition. Discovering
that the Vouziers bridge was blown, units of the
Fifth Reconnaissance Troop guided the Battalion to
a ford, at which it made the crossing without difficul-
ty. The remainder of the Regiment crossed the Aisne
in the vicinity of Brecy and advanced to Termes,
where it was held up by a minefield. One medium
tank was knocked out and we suffered four casual-
ties. The Combat Team, less the 1st Battalion, bivou-
acked for the night while the minefield was cleared.

At 1025, September 1, the Regiment moved out of
Termes to continue toward Verdun. The column was
held up at Grandpre because a bridge, half a mile
west of St. Juvin, had been prepared for demolition.
There were friendly aircraft overhead all during the
day.

Reconnaissance reported six enemy armored ve-
hicles headed east, at 1235, at Champigneulle. Our
right flank received fire at one time during the move.
This resistance consisted of small arms fire in the
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vicinity of St. Juvin. The Panzer Lehr Division was
identified and the 15th Panzer Division was reported
moving up from Clermont. Roads were excellent and
there was a full moon, but the dust became more ir-
ritating by the hour. In spite of the difficulty of the
move, we had taken 30 prisoners and killed approxi-
mately 70 of the enemy. One Tiger tank was knocked
out northwest of Bantheville. Towns liberated by the
Regiment during the day included Grampre, Cham-
pigneulle, St. Juvin, Eleville, Baulney, and Landres.

During the day the column was delayed at Cham-
pigneulle by two Tiger tanks and later by at least
eight tanks. The 3rd Battalion mopped up the area
from St. Juvin to Momagne and south to Cheppy,
where it took up positions. The 1st Battalion was
moved to the area around Montfaucon. At 1100 a
large column of enemy armor was reported moving
toward our lines. Air support was requested but did
not arrive.

The enemy, on the following day, was reported to
be fleeing from Avoncourt to the north. The Regi-
ment was ordered to cut off the fleeing remnants of
the 101st and 102nd Panzer Grenadier Regiments of
the Panzer Lehr Division, since the 10th Infantry
was supposedly pushing them into our sector. We did
not intercept any of the reported 500 enemy troops.
Patrols were dispatched to areas where the French
had reported we would find enemy concentrations
at Grandpre, Grandham, and Lochres, but they had
either been there and gone, or had not arrived yet.

At 0300, September 3, the Regiment moved to Eix,
east of Verdun. Here, an acute shortage of fuel ne-
cessitated a slowing of the former rapid pace we had
been maintaining. After moving into the concentra-
tion area, the battalions maintained outposts in their
various sectors. Next morning, the troops were alert-
ed for a proposed expansion of the bridgehead, but
the continuing limited fuel supply created a change
in the plans. Unable to advance, the battalions were
given permission to test-fire all their weapons. The
brief respite from the fighting was seized upon as an
opportunity for showers, movies, and patronage of
the doughnut wagons provided by the Special Ser-
vices Officer.

On September 5, two changes in officer personnel
took place. Major Blakefield took command of the 1st
Baftalion and Major Connor command of the 3rd Bat-
talion. Also on this date a limited allotment of gas-
oline was promised the Regiment and orders for the
occupancy of new outposts were issued. The Regi-
ment was to move to occupy positions on the east and
to repel attacks expected from that direction. Also as-
signed was the mission of contacting adjacent units
of the 90th Division. Company L remained attached
to Division on CP guard detail. The move, made by
a skeleton force, was accomplished by 2000. Mean-
while, the Regimental Command Post had left Eix at
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enemy PW’s were entered and acted upon, and Regi-
mental OP’s were set up on all high ground positions.

PW'’s taken told of the low morale of the enemy,
and headquarters, wishing to cash in on this, request-
ed propaganda leaflets to encourage more of the
war-weary Wehrmacht to surrender to the oncoming
American forces. New V weapons were reported, and
efforts were made to learn more about these. We
were now seeing the beginning of the disintegration
of our enemy. His troops were no longer filled with
fighting men—we were capturing specialists who
had been taken into new units as infantry.

During the night of the 28th, Company I and a
section of machine guns from Company M were
sent to the Velain Farm vicinity with a mission of
protecting the right flank of the Division and Corps.
and of preparing to seize Hill 358 and maintain con-
tact with the Second Battalion. All units of the Regi-
ment remained in position prepared to repel enemy
counter attacks.

OP’s reported several trip flares being set off
in front of the Company C positions, and vehicles
were heard moving about in front of other 1st Bat-
talion positions. Artillery fire was laid down on these
areas of enemy activity.

The month ended on a relatively quiet note as
all units of the Regiment dug in. The psychological
warfare units were bombasting the enemy with
broadcasts and leaflets, most of which fell into the
positions inside the town of Lesmenils.

With the exception of Company K which was at-
tached to the 2nd Battalion, 11th Infantry, all units
remained in position. Company K was to have
the mission of aiding in the assault on Ft. Driant.

Enemy activity on the second was heavy. Traffic,
including one horse-drawn and one motorized col-
umn near Phezy and Ligcourt, two platoons of Ger-
mans near the vicinity of Louvigny and Cheminot,
heavy vehicular traffic between St. Jure and Ale-
mont, and greatly accelerated personnel movement
near Sillegny.

Heavy concentrations of TOT artillery were placed
on Cheminot, La Hautonnerie Farm, and the woods
in front of Road Junction 5, south of Louvigny.

For the first time since we had been under Ger-
man fire in July, we experienced dud 88’s. It was good
to know that even the weapons of the enemy were
running true to form—noisy, but far from perfect.

Our old companion, fuel rationing, came back to
us since we were running low again. The new ration
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allowed 50 gallons per battalion, 20 gallons for Head-
quarters, AT, and Cannon Companies, and the bal-
ance, 40 gallons, to Service Company.

By October 6, plans were progressing concerning
the attack on Fort Driant, and Company K, rein-
forced with a mortar section, and a machine gun
platoon from Company M, was ready for the fight.
All other units remained in position, sending out
strong patrols nightly. PW’s captured were well
schooled, and gave consistent answers to our interro-
gation team members.

A special task force commanded by the Assistant
Division Commandecr was formed to take the enemy-
held Fort Driant. On tize 1st of October, Company K
was attached to the 11th Infantry which, at that time.
comprised the task force. Several attacks were made
and despite severe casualties several casemates of
the Fort were captured.

Company K was detached from “Task Force War-
nock” on October 7, and reverted back to 3rd Bat-
talion control.

The remainder of 3rd Battalion, with the excep-
tion of Company I, relieved elements of the 10th
Infantry on the 9th of October. The 10th Infantry
had relieved the 11th Infantry. The position of the
Battalion in this captured portion of the Fort was
one which will well be remembered by all members
of the Battalion. The Battalion’s mission at this time
was to hang on (no matter what cost) to the cap-
tured casemates and pill boxes. The major portions
of Companies K and L were exposed during daylight
hours to direct fire of self-propelled guns, automatic
weapons and were under constant artillery observa-
tion.

Preparations were made for a night attack on the
main enemy position. Underground tunneling was
conducted as a preliminary to this operation. Due to
the severe casualties inflicted upon the Battalion by
constant German counterattacks and the impractibi-
lity of sending more troops to assist in the attack, it
was decided by higher commanding officers to merely
hold the present positions.

Replacements were not available and the Battal-
ion’s position became untenable. Orders were issued
to withdraw from the Fort on the nights of 12-13
October.

Demolition charges were prepared and placed in
the principal casemates and gun turrets. Major Stap-
les, the Battalion Executive Officer, volunteered to
command the shell which covered the withdrawal
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knife and, autilizing a fountain pen tube as an im-
provised tracheotomy tube, made it possible for the
wounded man to breathe.

The skill with which this delicate operation was
performed under fire won high praise from the sur-
geon who examined the patient at the Field Hospital.
Upon hearing of the operation, the medical school
of Western Reserve University offered Technician
Kinman a scholarship as token of their high regard
for his act.

The 1st Battalion was subjected to intense 120 mm
mortar fire as well as 20mm and heavy artillery fire.
Casualties were heavy and our men sustained the
most terrible wounds experienced so far in our op-
erations. Evacuation of the wounded was extremely
difficult and many wounded suffered additional pain
because of this.

The attack on Silly was costly but successful.
Again on the second day of the offensive, the 2nd
Infantry had seized its assigned objectives on sche-
dule. Prisoners, who previously had been captured
at the rear, were taken by the dozens and at the end
of the day more than 400 had passed through the
regimental PW cage.

The attack turned slightly northeast on November
11. While a detachment from the 2nd Infantry joined
other elements of the 5th Division in memorial ser-
vices at the Saint Mihiel Military Cemetery at Thia-
court in honor of the dead of World War I, all three
battalions renewed their efforts to crush the German
armies who again were disturbing the peace of the
world.

The 1st Battalion, mounted on tanks, advanced on
Dain-en-Salnois while the 2nd Battalion, led by
Company E, moved on Beux. Again, enemy artillery
tried in vain to stay the forward movement of the
2nd Infantry. Both battalions were on their objec-
tives by noon of that day and the 3rd Battalion had
swung northward to seize the high ground 1000
yards east of Pontoy against automatic weapons and
artillery fire. After reorganization the Battalion ad-
vanced with I and L companies abreast and with
coordination of a tank battalion of the 6th armored
Division took Aube. The 2nd Battalion moved east-
ward from Beux to the high ground overlooking the
Nied-Francaise River, and prepared to effect a cross-
ing. On orders from higher headquarters, however,
the Battalion remained on the west side of the river
in the Bois de Fay and outposted the area.

The 6th Armored Division, which had passed
through the Regiment at Vigny on the 10th, likewise
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halted at the river and conducted extensive recon-
naissance for bridges.

During the night, a 6th Armored patrol found the
bridge west of Sanry-sur-Nied intact and immedi-
ately seized it. Long before dawn, troops of the 2nd
Battalion were on their way to this bridge, and at
sunup, of November 12, the entire battalion and a
platoon of anti-tank company Wwere across.

There ensued a short, sharp skirmish for the town
of Sanry. By 1000 hours, the town had been cleared
of the enemy and outposted by Company E. Com-
panies F and G prepared to advance to the southwest
as the tanks of the 6th Armored Division, with the
bridgehead secured now, rolled across the Nied
River.

On the west side of the river, the remainder of the
2nd Infantry turned its efforts northward. The 1st
on the right and 3rd on the left consolidated Hill 246
and the high ground to the southwest.

Leaving Company E under command of Capt. Jo-
seph Fekete, Jr., to hold Sanry-sur-Nied, Companies
F and G pushed on at 1500 hours to seize Bazoncourt
and Vaucremont respectively, while the 1st Batta-
lion sent a task force consisting of a platoon from
Company A and a platoon from Company C to seize
a bridge at Ancerville, By darkness, all missions had
been accomplished, and Company B had joined Com-
pany E in the defense of Sanry.

All that afternoon enemy artillery had pounded
Sanry. Heavy mortars, 88’s, and 20MM guns made
the town one of the least healthy that the 2nd In-
fantry had ever occupied. The bridgehead was a di-
rect threat to the supply route—and escape route—
for Metz and the enemy realized its importance fully
as well as did the men of the 2nd Infantry who held
it.

At 1400 hours a platoon of medium tanks and a
platoon of TD’s joined in the defense of the town. At
dusk, the enemy pounded, with every weapon he had,
the supply route from the bridge to each of the towns
held by 2nd Infantry troops. Sanry was given a par-
ticularly heavy pounding.

On the 13th, while the 3rd Battalion and the 1st
Battalion less detachments exchanged fire with the
forts at Sorbey, the 2nd Battalion troops in the
bridgehead felt the fullest brunt of the enemy’s at-
tacks.

At 1400, the Germans launched the first of a series
of vicious counterattacks. Estimated to be two com-
panies of veteran fighters (later identified as com-
panies of the 92nd Regiment of the 21st SS Panzer
Grenadier Division), some elements succeeded in
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some elements infiltrating into the buildings of the
town itself. This necessitated withdrawing all troops
and armor within the town itself to establish a de-
fense of Sanry from buildings and garden walls.
Tanks were placed close to buildings with reflemen
armed with spare LMGs from the anti-tank platoon
to protect them from underneath. Cannon of the
tanks and TDs were systematically aimed to cover
the streets.

At approximately 2230 hours, the intensity of
enemy mortar and artillery fire increased. Preceded
by barrages of mortar fire, the fourth and heaviest
enemy attack yet launched hit the town. Heavy
fighting developed in and around the buildings. The
fire fight developed in intensity with tanks and TDs
firing richochet fire off the streets into the on-coming
enemy. Supporting artillery fired emergency concen-
trations at the north end of the town. Riflemen and
grenadiers fired into the streets or between buildings
from vantage points at windows, walls and rooftops.
Such was the fanatical fury of the enemy attack that
the fire fight was waged until approvimately 0230
hours, November 14, before the enemy could be
cleared from the streets; reorganization was then
necessary because whole units had been isolated,
fighting independently. An estimated 200 enemy
were killed and 100 wounded in that night’s battle.
Our losses were 22 men wounded, of whom nine were
returned to duty the same day.

Despite his losses the enemy persisted in his at-
tempt to recapturej Sanry and to seize or destroy the
bridge. At 0500 hours on the 14th, a force estimated
at one platoon in strength attacked the Company E
positions at the north end of the bridge, approaching
through the draw west of Hill 246. Their attempt
was detected in time and they were driven off with
losses. An American water-cooled machine gun was

captured from the Germans.

Again at 0700 hours, enemy forces were observed
forming in the vicinity of Lambarie Farm, about
1000 yards northeast of Sanry. Immediately there-
after, the sixth and last attempt was made by the
enemy, in force, to destroy the bridge. Supporting
artillery fire completely disorganized this attempt,
and the enemy withdrew leaving their dead and
wounded. Enemy artillery fire was again extremely

heavy, accounting for most of our losses: one killed,
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23 wounded (of whom eight were returned to duty
the same day).

After the repulse of this final counterattack, the
enemy continued to harrass the bridgehead with
accurate, observed artillery fire, but no further
attempt was made by his infantry to retake the
bridge.

Prisoners told interrogators that more than 750
German troops had taken part in the six counter-
attacks and that less than a third of that force re-
mained. The others had been killed, wounded, or
captured.

While Company E and the rest of the 2nd Battalion
were holding the Sanry bridgehead as a springboard
for the Sixth Armored Division, the remainder of
the Second Infantry edged its way northward on the
13th. At 1500 hours, Company K occupied Pontoy,
after an I&R platoon patrol found the town unoccu-
pied. The remainder of the battalion and Company
C on the left flank patrolled actively to the front.

Again on the 14th, the 3rd Battalion advanced from
1000 to 2000 yards against scattered opposition. Dur-
ing the day, re-inforcements were seen entering the
Sorbey forts—undera white flag. Prisoners reported
also that the Germans were using medics as well as
service troops to man their defensive positions and
explained that the reason for the desperate counter-
attacks was that Courcelles-sur-Nied was aloading
point for ammunition and supplies being evacuated
from Metz.

While the 2nd Battalion, now reinforced by Com-
pany A instead of Company B, withstood the inten-
sive pounding of enemy mortars and heavy artillery,
the 3rd Battalion, with Company C attached, attacked
on the morning of the 15th. By 1300 hours, Company
K had captured Mecleuves and Company C and
Company L had stormed Hill 291. Three hours later
the battalion beat off a strong enemy counterattack
and consolidated its positions for the night. During
the night German SS troopers infiltrated our lines
and killed eight of our wounded from Companies C
and L.

After a day of reorganization, in which all ele-
ments of the 1st Battalion were relieved from the
bridgehead and put in the line south of Sorbey, the

1st Battalion launched a co-ordinated attack on the
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prisoners from the 17th SS Panzer Grenadier Di-
vision reported that the 38th SS Panzer Grenadier
Regiment had been virtually annihilated.

The 2nd Infantry was within sight of Metz on
November 19 and likewise in sight of the end of
the Metz campaign. Attacking at 0730 hours, the 1st
Battalion advanced rapidly against light opposition.
At 0855 hours, Company B established contact at
Vaudreville with reconnaisance elements of the 90th
Infantry Division which was attacking from the
northwest, and the encirclement of Metz was made
more solid. Company A took Puche, Company C took
Marsilly, the 2nd Battalion took Lauvaliers and Fort
Lauvaliers, and by noon the band of iron had been
sealed firmly around the fortress city of Metaz.

In this 11-day drive, the Regiment gained 22,000
vards to the east and 24,000 yards to the north on a
front of approximately 4000 yards. It liberated 42
towns and villages, Captured 622 prisoners, killed an
estimated 950-1000 and wounded an estimated 1800-
1850 of the enemy.

Our own losses were comparatively light. For the
over-all period, we had five officers and 48 men
killed, and 13 officers and 273 men wounded.

There ensued a lull of three day’s duration while
the 2nd Infantry held its defensive positions. picking
up the hundreds of Germans—soldiers and civilians
—who were attempting to escape from Metz. A few
minor patrol clashes developed, but the Germans,
when challenged, were generally content to end
their part in the war. The battle for Metz was of
short duration but the action was so strenuous that
many men were evacuated for exhaustion each day.
The advance was rapid but the Regimental Commu-
nication Platoon, commanded by Capt. O. S. Hiestand,
maintained excellent contact with the fighting bat-
talions at all times. The wire sections are especially

worthy of commendation.

THE FALL OF THE FORTS

Metz was captured—officially—on November 21
and its scattered garrison policed up by Thanksgiv-
ing Day, when the Second Infantry moved through
the city to relieve the 379th Infantry (95th Infantry
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Division) of their mission of investing the Metz forts
which were still holding out.

The 1st Battalion was assigned the mission of
containing Fort Jeanne d’Arc; the 2nd took over the
guarding of the “Seven Dwarfs”—Fort Marival. St.
Hubert, Bois de la Dame, Jussy Nord, Jussy Sud,
Vaux Nord, and Vaux Sud. The 3rd Battalion re-
turned to Fort Driant, this time not to attack it,
but merely to contain it, to cut its supply line, and
with the help of heavy artillery, to batter it into sub-
mission.

By 1700 hours on November 23, the relief l.ad been

accomplished, the Commanding Officer of the 2nd
Infantry assumed command of his new sector, and
the Regiment settled down to the task of outwaiting
the besieged Germans.

While a detachment of the Second Infantry took
part in the formal ceremonies in Metz which turned
the liberated city over to the civilian authorities on
November 24, patrols of the 2nd Battalion probed th«
line of the Seven Dwarfs and found Fort Jussy du
Nord and Jussy du Sud unoccupied. Heavy small
arms fire from Fort Jeanne d’Arc prevented investi-
gation of Fort St. Hubert.

During the night of November 24-25, 2nd Battalion
combat patrols investigated and occupied the re-
maining forts of the “Dwarfs” chain and cut overland
communication between Forts Driant and Jeanne
d’Arc.

Prisoners that had been captured reported that
morale in the unsurrendered forts was low, but that
the commanders were determined to hold out as long
as ammunition and rations lasted. Artillery and
mortar fire from the forts fell sporadically in the
regimental area, but few casualties resulted.

When it became apparent that the forts could with-
stand every type of artillery fired at them, Psycho-
logical Warfare teams began broadcasts to the hold-
outs.

As a result of one of the broadcasts, a meeting
was effected November 30, between an officer rep-
resentative of the commanding officer of Fort
Jeanne d’Arc and an officer representing the Com-
manding Officer 2nd Infantry. A demand of uncon-
ditional surrender was refused by the Germans who
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enemy positions on Goldknap Hill, he main-
tained a steady stream of fire at the enemy guns
which allowed his platoon to maneuver. Con-
stantly exposed, he diverted enemy fire from his
platoon until he was killed by artillery fire.

During this same action, T/5 Calvin J. Ran-
dolph, a company aid man with Company H,
learned that there were three wounded soldiers
lying where they had fallen on the open field in
front of Goldknap Hill. Although heavy mortar
fire was pounding the area Technician Randolph
entered the danger zone and, while shrapnel
tore his clothing, succeeded in evacuating two
of the wounded men. While attempting to res-
cue the third, he was killed.

The 1st Battalion headed north capturing the
town of Erpeldange and enveloping Gold Knapp
Hill, the Battalion continued to the north against
heavy resistance and after struggling through
knee-deep snow captured the high ground south-
west of Friedhof farm. Meanwhile, the 2nd
Battalion, after clearing the high ground, swung
around in back of Diekirch, leaving the city it-
self to be taken by the 3rd Battalion. 3rd Battal-
jon again crossed the river at daylight. The
crossing at this time was under heavy artillery
and tank fire from the surrounding hills. It was
here the 4.2 mortars attached to the Regiment
proved their worth by screening the enemy ob-
servation. Companies I and L after bitter fight-
ing cleared the northern edges of the town. Com-
pany K seizing the town of Ingledorf and Capt.
Page’s company in a fast moving night attack
cleared the western section of the town. By
nightfall, Diekirch was cut off and the only
escape route blocked by Company G. The re-
mainder of the 2nd Battalion was in the woods
northwest of town and the 1st Battalion was
Southwest of Friedhof farm.

After probing our lines intermittently
throughout the night, the enemy found what it
thought was a weak point and at dawn counter-
attacked in the 1st Battalion sector. Infiltrating
through the lines, an enemy force cut off the
Company A command post, isolating it from
the company. Fighting with carbine and pistol,
the company commander, Capt. Lennis Jones,
personally killed 11 of the enemy, then worked
his way back to his company, reorganized his
men and led them forward to repulse the attack.

While the 3rd Battalion completed the clear-
ing of Diekirch, the 1st and 2nd advanced to the
north despite heavy artillery and small arms
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fire. Just before dusk, the 2nd Battalion attack
succeeded in taking Friedhof farm and captur-
ing the commander of the 208th Volks Grena-
dier Regiment with his staff.

On the 20th, the 1st Battalion attacked up the
wooded draw to the southwest of Kippenhof
Farm and met moderate resistance 200 yds.
from the farm,while the 2nd Battalion, making
a wide end run under cover of darkness, ap-
proached Kippenhof farm from the southeast.
Kippenhof was one of those typical European
farm buildings with concrete walls 18-24 inches
thick, located on a slight rise commanding the
400-600 yards of open ground between it and the
nearest cover.

At 0800 hours the 1st and 2nd Battalions at-
tacked. The enemy allowed Company F to get
within 100 yards of its outpost positions, then
opened up with deadly, accurately-aimed small
arms and automatic weapons fire. The Company
halted.

To get in position to bring artillery fire on the
enemy, S/Sgt. Clemens G. Noldau, of Company
F, crawled forward across the bare, snow-
covered terrain. Advancing to a position of bet-
ter observation, Staff Sergeant Noldau was
killed by enemy fire.

Due to the enemy resistance the attack had
bogged down and the 3rd Battalion with a com-
pany of tanks attached was committed “down
the middle,” in an effort to shake the attack
loose. Companies G and F attacked from the

north and by dark had seized Kippenhof Farm.
2nd Battalion reverted to Regimental Reserve.

The Germans were in headlong flight when
artillery concentrations suoported the attack of
21st of January. German SP fired at our troops
all day but were very poor shots. Only rear
guard actions delayed the advance of the 1st
Battalion as it swept northwestward to seize
Lipperscheid and the high ground to the north
before being passed through by the 11th Infan-
try. The 3rd Battalion ran into heavier opposi-
tion on the right of the regimental zone but ad-
vanced nearly 3000 yards along the Diekirch-
Hoscheid Road before being relieved by the
11th. 3rd Battalion forfeited its rest and was
attached to the 11th Infantry Regiment for four
days.

For a week, the 2nd Infantry reorganized,
brought its equipment up to operational stand-
ards, and readied itself for its next assignment.
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ment were improving their positions, and armor
was moving up in support of the attack.

Mortars pounded into the approaches to
Stockem as the 2nd continued to assault the
town. The enemy launched a vicious, tank-sup-
ported counterattack, but the line held and the
blow was beaten off with heavy casualties in-
flicted on the Nazis.

The Battalion plunged forward as the enemy
fell back to lick his wounds, occupied Stockem
and Halsdorf to the west, and bagged 66 Ger-
man prisoners.

Halsdorf was a town that never got into the
headlines of any newspaper, but it was note-
worthy for one incident if nothing more. It was
there, on February 20, that 1st Lt. Norman R.
Hughes led his Company E platoon in the attack
on this heavily defended city. Alone, he charged
an enemy strong point and silenced its fire by
killing four of the enemy and capturing a num-
ber of others. When he encountered a hostile
self-propelled gun, he fearlessly attacked it
alone and, armed only with a carbine, he killed
the commander and forced the vehicle to with-
draw.

Rain continued to filter down and transporta-
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tion became a problem. Trees were felled and
engineers threw them across the roads to give
footing to the growling trucks that nosed for-
ward laden with ammunition and supplies for
the advancing troops.

Searchlights slashed through the dancing rain
as the enemy sought to pick up night patrols
reconnoitering approaches to the town of Bet-
tingen, on the Prum River. For two days, mop-
up work was carried on, bridge sites were chos-
en, and, on the 24th, at 2300 hours, the 1st Bat-
talion jumped off to cross the Prum River and
take the high ground to the east and above Wet-
tlingen. The 1st made good headway and was
followed by the 3rd Battalion.

All during the next day the 1st and 3rd Bat-
talions continued to knife deeper into the hills
to the north and east of Wettlingen, while the
2nd pushed into the towns of Olsdorf and Bet-
tingen.

Resistance was disorganized, and elements of
the Regiment moved ahead rapidly on the 26th,
with the 1st Battalion taking the city of Stahl.
The 2nd cleared the woods approaching Birt-
lingen, took the town and a class 70 bridge in-
tact.
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of Alt Reichenau. That same evening before
dark, the 2nd Battalion pushed Company G
ahead to seize Bohm Rorren against light resis-
tance,

To prepare for the next day’s attack, both
battalions patrolled aggressively to the line of
the I'epla Hiver 1n an effort to find a crossing
site. Shortly before midnight, Company G pa-
trol found the bridge east of Hill 746 intact, but
heavy small arms fire prevented its seizure.

Company G thereupon sent its 3rd platoon to
the bridge to secure a bridgehead through which
the company could move in the morning.

At dawn, enemy fire increased, and a tank
2000 yards downstream kept up a constant har-
rassing fire which rendered the bridge impass-
able. The platoon dug in and held its positions
until, at 1500 hours, the remainder of the com-
pany was able to swing to the east, cross the
river on a footbridge, and outflank the German
strongpoints, forcing their withdrawal.

While the 2nd Battalion was forcing the cross-
ing of the Tepla River, the 3rd Battalion had
been proceeding against light opposition 6000
yards to seize Stozek and clear its zone to the
river.

The speed of the 2nd Infantry attack contin-
ued on May 6 as the 2nd Battalion advanced
11,000 yards on a 4000 yard front, clearing the
woods north of the Tepla River and capturing
the towns of Milesice and Mullerschlag.

The 3rd Battalion left the line of the Tepla
River manned by Company I and went into
regimental reserve at 1700 hours in the vicinity
of Housna.

The 1st Battalion, released to the Regiment
from Corps Reserve, advanced and captured
Steinberg and Blochwald. Company C relieved
Company E at Pech B at noon and by nightfall
accepted the surrender of the town of Volary.

The night May 6-7, the 2nd Infantry made
plans for an attack to the north to be carried out
by motorized columns supported by tanks and
tank-destroyers. At 0820 hours on the 7th, the
Reconnaissance Company of the 803rd TD Bat-
talion moved out as the “point” of the regimen-
tal advance. A skirmish and exchange of shots
took place five minutes later, and at 0831 hours
an order was received from Division Headquar-
ters and flashed to all battalions directing that
forward movement and aggressive action of all
units be halted immediately.

And thus the European phase of World War
IT came to a conclusion with the 2nd Infantry
still attacking, still driving back the defeated
German armies. Some hours later, the Regiment
learned officially what it already suspected.
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That the “cease movement” order was the result
of unconditional surrender on the part of the
German High Command. At 0241 hours in a
schoolroom in Reims, a city which the 2nd In-
fantry had liberated August 30, the German
Chief of Staff, Colonel General Alfred Jodl, had
signed the terms of surrender.

But the cessation of hostilities did not mean a
cessation of work for the Regiment—between
the 1st and 15th of May, over 9000 German
prisoners were processed by the Regiment. Be-
cause the area in which the 2nd Infantry found
itself at the end of the war was designated by
international agreement as Russian occupation-
al territory, these prisoners were marched un-
der guard to the Russian lines some 35 miles to
the northeast.

In Czechoslovakia, one last river was crossed,
and the 2nd Infantry Regiment, the oldest in
the United States Army, a member of the first
Division to sail overseas, and the first element
of that Division to launch an attack against the
enemy in World War II, was at peace once more.

During the entire operations of the 2nd Infan-
try Regiment, from the Campaign of Normandy
to the end of the war, Service Company, 2nd
Infantry operated more or less as a Company of
forgotten men, performing very important jobs.

The problems of supplying rations, clothing,
gasoline and oil, replacing damaged weapons,
maintaining, and evacuating motor vehicles,
and the ever constant replenishment of ammu-
nition to feed the hungry weapons of an Infantry
Regiment, presented new problems each day.

The division Quartermaster and Ordnance
were normally ten to fifteen miles to the rear
but many times averaged fifty to sixty miles,
therefore making our lines of supply and evac-
uation long and dangerous.

Problems of obtaining necessary parts for
trucks, set the ingenuity and imagination of the
mechanics working who repaired, and obtained
parts by canibalizing badly damaged vehicles,
working after twenty-four hours in shifts, so
that the line companies would not be without
transportation, which it so badly needed.

Complete six thousand mile vehicle inspec-
tions were carried out on all vehicles.

The cessation of hostilities meant to the per-
sonnel of Service Company a job well done, but
not the end of hard work, in peace or war Service
Company still has a big job.

In the ten months that elapsed since the 2nd
Infantry moved into the line July 13, 1944, it
had written new pages of valor in its Regimen-
tal history, added new honors to its colors, and
enhanced its already renowned reputation. Noli
Me Tangere!
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0OCCUPATION

We had thought the European war over, but there
was the bugaboo of German Occupation to be con-
tended with, and we were elected. Of course, we had
been in the lines for what seemed an eternity, and
as a unit we were not going to be called to duty in
the Asiatic Theatre, but like all civilian soldiers,
what we really wanted was—out!

From May 6 we had been in the vicinity of Lenora,
Czechoslovakia, and the beginning of our occupation
saw no change in disposition. We were not complete-
ly sure of our defeated enemy and defensive posi-
tions were maintained along the MLR. On the 16th
we received orders from higher headquarters to
start the evacuation of all internees in our section to
our Russian Allies in Vodnany since this was actually
their zone of occupation. These orders were followed
and as had been true all during the conflict we met
only the best of cooperation from the Red Army. The
following day the Regimental Commander flew to
Vodnany to receive the “Order of the Red Star” at
an American-Russian ceremony commemorating this
spirit of cooperation and comradeship between the
two armies and their governments. And so life went
until the 21st, when orders were received to set up
operational plans for the Division’s move to Southern
Germany where we were to take over our own occu-

pational zone.

On the 24th the 2nd Infantry received orders to oc-
cupy, organize, and govern assigned occupational
zones in Eggenfelden, Pfarrkirchen, and Griesbach. H

hour was established at 0915 and Headquarters and
Regimental Headquarters Company crossed the IP
at H plus 22 minutes.

By the following day the Regiment was set up with
Headquarters and Headquarters Company in Pfarr-
kirchen; 1st Battalion in Eggenfelden; 2nd Battalion
in Eggleham; 3rd Battalion in Griesbach; Cannon
Company in Massing; Anti-Tank Company in Anzen-
kehn; and Service Company in Birnbach. It was nec-
essary that law and order be maintained among the
German civilians, who, though defeated were not
cognizant of the fact, in spirit, that they were a con-
quered nation. All male civilians had to be checked
carefully and their papers examined for the proper
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soldier’s discharge forms, or for civilian registration
forms. Displaced persons and soldiers had to be
screened and cared for. In our three battalion areas
a check showed that there were at least 30,000 dis-
placed Hungarians scattered throughout the occup;
tional zone.

Although our main function was the maintenance
of order, training was carried out during the days.
Calisthenics, physical conditioning, close order drill
—basic all over again for the seasoned combat vet-
erans of the 2nd Regiment, but despite this and the
other duties which were ours there was time for
baths—hot ones, shaves, movies—we were bzing ac-
climated to the effects of the cessation of hostilities.
Our recreation took on a spirit that it had not had
for years—for the first time since we had hit Nor-
mandy we could play without the Damoclean Sword
or a return to foxholes before us. There was a spirit
of relaxation and near placidity which we had almost
forgotten about.

And then they came, our relief. On June 7 elements
of the 83rd Division arrived in Pfarrkirchen to begin
plans for the relief of our Division. We remained in
p_)(iiition, and the tension mounted again we were
going to be relieved of duty—and we felt that home
was near at hand. On the 8th we received orders for
a 72 hour alert from Division Headquarters to pre-
pare for movement. Relief started on the 11th, with
the 331st Infantry taking over. E, F, and H Compa-
nies moved out with E going to Baumgarten, F to
Hershback, and H to Peterkirchen.

Wait—that same old routine; but this time the
waiting was somehow different—this was not wait-
ing for the barrage to be finished and the jump off
start—this was not wait for the trucks to take us
back to the combat areas—this time we were waiting

to move back home.

On June 23 the time came and we left from our
assigned stations by truck at 0900 to the entraining
point at Pocking, Germany.

PFC AMIJAN O. LAZAR, Company K, 224 Scott St.,
Chicago, Ill.; Date performed: 26 July 1944; Authority:
G.0. 62 TUSA 22 July 1944.

For extraordinary heroism in action against the enemy on 2§
July 1944 in vicinity of Vidouville, France. Private Lazar was
wounded when the squad of which he was a member was pinned to
the ground by enemy machine gun fire; although wounded, he con-
tinued to direct the fire of his automatic rifle on the enemy machine
gun. Being the only member of the squad in a position to ascertain
the direction of the enemy fire, he directed the fire of the squad
until mortally wounded by a grenade. Private Lazar's actions re-
sulted in the destruction of the enemy machine gun, saved the lives
of the other members of the squad, and permitted the squad to
move forward to their objective.

S/SGT. KONSTANTY GUGALA, Company L. 3858 Cabot
Ave., Detroit, Mich. Date performed: 30 July 1944;
Authority: G.0. 58 TUSA 12 September 1944.

For extraordinary heroism in action against the enemy on 30 July
1944 in France. Sergeant Gugala was leading a combat patrol on the
right flank of his Company when his men suddenly came under in-
tense enemy automatic weapons fire. Disregarding his own personal
safety, Sergeant Gugala continuously exposed himself to the enemy's
view in finding new tactical positions for his men and at all times
kept his squad coordinated and concentrated against the main points
of resistance. Although seriously wounded, Sergeant Gugala, seeing
that particularly accurate fire from an enemy machine gun em-
placement was hindering the advance of his squad, obtained an
automatic weapon and deliberately charged the enemy, pouring a
constant stream of fire at the position until its fire was silenced.
The outstanding initiative and distinctive heroism of Sgt. Gugala
were a constant source of inspiration to the men of his organization
and reflect great credit on the armed forces.

Ist LIEUT. NORMAN R. HUGHES, Company E, 206 Mount
Vernon Cts., San Antonio, Texas. Date performed: 20
February 1945; Authority; G.0. 100 Hq. TUSA 11 May
1945.

For extraordinary heroism on 20 February 1945 in the vicinity of
Halsdorf, Germany. Lieutenant Hughes, a platoon leader, was as-
signed the mission of taking an enemy town. Oblivious to the intense
enemy automatic fire emanating from a dwelling, Lieutenant Hughes
charged the strong point and silenced its fire. Perceiving an enemy
self-propelled weapon, he attacked it with his individual weapon,
killing its commander and forcing its surrender. His heroic and
aggressive actions resulted in the killing of five and the capture of
60 of the enemy, together with two automatic ana two self-propelled
weapons. His indomitable courage exemplifies the highest traditions
of the military service.

T/5 CALVIN J. RANDOLPH, Medical Detachment, 542 E.
Alcott St., Philadelphia, Pa. Date performed: 18 January
1945; Authority: G.O. 84 Hq. TUSA 20 April 1945.

For extraordinary heroism on 18 January 1945 near Ingeldorf,
Luxembourg. When three casualties were reported lying in an ex-
posed position, Tecnician Randolph, Medical Aid man, disregarding
personal safety, went forward to evacuate them. Completely exposed
to enemy observation and intense automatic fire, he succeeded in
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evacuating two of the casualties to a place of safety. With bullets
shredding his clothing and fully cognizant of his great danger, Tech-
nician Randolph was prcceeding to the aid of the third casualty
when he was mortally wounded by enemy fire. His bravery and in-
domitable courage reflect great credit on himself and exemplify the
highest tradition of the service.

1st LIEUT. NORMAN J. MECKLEM, Company B, 121 W.
Winona Ave., Norwood, Pa. Date performed: 16 February
1945; Authority: G.0. 112 Hq. TUSA 20 May 1945.

For extraordinary heroism on 15 and 16 February 1945 near
Schankweiler, Germany. Painfully wounded by enemy artillery fire,
Lieutenant Mecklem, the Company Commander, upon being advised
that his unit was to be committed the following day, refused evacua-
tion to remain with his Company. When the Company’s advance into
the town was halted by sweeping automatic fire, Lieutenant Meck-
lem left the security of the Battalion Command Post to make a
personal reconnaissance. Aggressively ccordinating his supporting
weapons and fearlessly spurring his own men forward, he succeeded
in capturing the town. His intrepid leadership, fearlessness, and su-
preme devotion to duty are in keeping with the highest traditions
of the military service.

CAPT. LENNIS JONES, Company A, 315 Kirkman St.,
Lake Charles, La. Date performed: 19 January 1945;
Authority: G.0. 100 Hq. TUSA 11 May 1945.

For extraordinary heroism on 19 January 1945 in the vicinity of
Friedhof, Luxembourg. When the enemy launched a determined
counterattack and succeeded in infiltrating our position and isolating
the Company Command Post, Captain Jones, the Company Com-
mander, disregarded personal safety, engaged the enemy with his
automatic pistol, and killed 11 of their soldiers. Working his way to
his Company, he skillfully reorganized his men into an effective
fighting unit and, fearlessly spurring his men forward, succeeded in
repulsing the counterattack. His heroic, intrepid, and superior
leadership, clear thinking in an emergency, and unswerving devotion
to dutv reflect great credit upon himself and the military service.

S/SGT. MARTIN J. LAVELLE, Company C. Date per-
formed: 25 July 1944; Authority: G.O. 58 TUSA 12 Sep-
tember 1944.

For extraordinary heroism in action against the enemy on 25 July
1944 in France. On that day. while leading his squad in an attack,
Sergeant Lavelle was wounded by shell fragments in the arms,
chest, and face and became unconscious. While being carried to the
rear he regained consciousness; disregarding his painful wounds,
refusing medical treatment, and with utter disregard for his personal
welfare, he returned to his squad, reassumed command and led it
for nine hours, against a determined enemy, to the squad objective.
