With impressive ceremonies the corner-
stone of the pew parochial sclicol con-
nected with Sts.

the church and copies of mnewspapers.
Rev. Father Miller preached a sermon in
German, which was followed by one in
English by Rtev. Stephen Lyons, of Sa-
lem. A choir'of 100 voices from the vari-
ous Catholic churches of the city render-
ed a musical service under the direction
of Professor Dilger.

The school will be constructed of blue-
stone, having two floors and a basement.
There will be six.class rooms and an audi
tonium with a seating capacity of 700. It
will cost about $37 000 and will be the
most up-to-date in South Jersey.
