
DEATH OF AN EX-MAYOR OF CAMDEN.

Camden Aug. 27 (Special).—Ex-Mayor James W.

Ayers died at his home, No. 423 Areh-st., this

morning. He was seventy-four years old, was

elected Mayor in 1871, and he made Camden's Po-

ca Department one of the best In New-Jersey.

He had been connected with the Department for

nearly fifteen years before he was elected Mayor.

Mr. Ayers was one of Camden's oldest voluntcer

fremen, and was the first fire marshal in the city.

He was at the time of his death president of the

Camden branch of the Firemen’s Charitabie Fund.
He had held a number of offices, such as Council-
man and City Assessor. Of late years he_had
seen a trusted employe of the Pennsylvania Rail-
road Company in Camden. He was a member of
many secret societies and was prominent in Ma-
